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Student Dress Code Policy

Purpose:

The purpose of the Student Dress Code is to outline Whittlesea Secondary College’s requirements
for student dress and appearance and to provide information about uniform purchase and support,
dress code implementation and exemption processes.

Our dress code has been developed by Whittlesea Secondary College’s School Council in close
consultation with our College community to ensure that it respects the rights of individual students
whilst also reflecting the values and interests of our community.

The Whittlesea Secondary College Student Dress Code aims to:

e Foster a sense of community and belonging and encourages students to develop pride in
their
personal appearance.

e Support Whittlesea Secondary College’s commitment to ensuring that our students feel
equal and are dressed safely and appropriately for school activities.

e Reduce student competition based on clothing.

e Enhance the profile and identity of the College and its students within the wider commu-
nity.

The School Council has developed a dress code that we believe provides a range of choices for
students and is cost effective for families.

Scope:

Students are expected to comply with this Student Dress Code while traveling to and from the
College, during College hours and when attending College activities.

Definitions:

While Students are at the College travelling to or from the College or participating in College activities,
Whittlesea Secondary College’s students must comply with the following:

e Uniforms must be clean and in good repair.

e Uniforms must be clearly marked with the owner’s name.

e Additional layers of clothing may be worn underneath the uniform for added warmth,
provided these undergarments are completely hidden.

e As we are a secondary College, we expect students to take responsibility for being sun smart
by wearing a school hat (navy blue) during outdoor activities or staying in the shade, if they
are not wearing sunscreen.
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Students are permitted to wear sunglasses during outdoor activities. Sunglasses should be
close-fitting, wrap-around that meet the Australian Standards 1067 and cover as much of
the eye area as possible. Please note that the school will not be responsible for any
damaged or lost sunglasses.

Implementations

Whittlesea Secondary College will ensure that this Student Dress Code is communicated to all
families and students through COMPASS newsfeeds, assemblies, meetings and letters. We will
assist students who may be experiencing difficulties complying with this policy where possible.

Students wearing non-compliant uniform items may be asked to change into a compliant item of
clothing provided by the College, or to remove the non- compliant item.

If a student is out of College uniform or otherwise breaches the Student Dress Code on a recurring
basis, the Head of House will be informed, and a phone call home may be required. In this event,
the College will continue to work with the student and family to support compliance.

Measures taken by Whittlesea Secondary College to address concerns about student non
compliance with the Student Dress Code will also be addressed in accordance with our Student
Wellbeing and Engagement Policy.
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Uniform Non-Compliance / Out of Uniform Procedure

e Whittlesea Secondary College students are required to always wear approved College
uniform items while attending the College.

e Students who are not in uniform must obtain a uniform pass from their Check-In Teacher or
their Head of House.

Throughout the College Day, including at the College Canteen, staff may request to see a
student’s uniform pass.

e Students who are out of uniform and do not have a uniform pass, will not be attending
College excursions, College sporting events that represent our College in the community, or
access to the canteen.

Note: no student will be excluded from these activities if they have a uniform pass or arrangements
have been made to provide uniform for the student prior to the event. uniform passes will not be
given for hoodies or leggings.

e Students who are not wearing approved uniform items will not be served at the Canteen.

Note: No student will be left without access to food. Students requiring assistance may report to
their Head of House, who will ensure appropriate arrangements are made.
